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REMEMBERING  

CHARLES H. JONES 

December 17, 1918 ~ November 16, 2011 
 

 

Charles H. Jones passed away on November 16, 2011, one month away from 

his 93rd birthday.  After admirably serving his country in World War II ( re-

ceiving Silver Star, Bronze Star with V, Meritorious Service medal, Purple 

Heart with oak leaf cluster for twice being wounded as a paratrooper, Ameri-

can Campaign Medal, European-African- Middle Eastern Campaign Medal, 

World War II Victory Medal), he graduated from  the University Of Cincin-

nati Law School and joined the Bar in 1948. For approximately the next 30 

years he was employed as an executive at Champion Paper, completed a year 

stint in the Korean war, rose through the ranks of the Ohio National Guard, 

eventually becoming  the commander of the Ohio Area Command and later 

promoted to Major General. In 1982, the new Charles H. Jones National 

Guard Armory on Symmes Road was named in his honor. Charlie, as his 

friends called him, was twice elected State Representative of Butler County from 1957 to 1962, including selection as 

one of the ten most outstanding Representatives by his fellow legislators. He served four counties as an Ohio Senator 

from 1963 through 1966. 

In the early 1970ôs he decided to go into private practice and joined attorneys, Thomas Baden and James Scheper, to 

form the law firm of Baden, Jones & Scheper (later to be known as Baden, Jones, Scheper & Crehan)  with at different 

times offices in Oxford and Pisgah.  While the firm handled mostly insurance defense and other litigation, Charlieôs 

practice concentrated  on the ñofficeò practice (estate planning, probate real estate, business and tax matters).  He retired 

in the late 1990ôs, over  50 years after getting his law degree. 

In addition to all of the above accolades, Charlie was one of the last remaining ñgentlemen lawyersò from that genera-

tion that preceded faxes, voice mail, e-mails, texting, etc. He was the consummate professional , whose word could be 

trusted. He was always willing to assist other lawyers and had a knack of analyzing cases and situations and coming up 

with sensible solutions. 

He is survived by his wife of 73 years, Elizabeth (Williams), his five children; Carolyn of Hamilton, Charles R. (Beth 

Anne) of Bowling Green, OH, Richard of Kettering, Mary Ann Fox (Mike) of Oxford, Bruce (Patty) of West Chester; 

eleven grand and step-grand children and nine great and step-great grand children; and nine nieces and nephews.

MOCK TRIAL COMPETETION

We are in need of volunteer judges for both the high school and college mock trial competitions that will be held at the 

Butler County Common Pleas Court. 

The Ohio Center for Law Related Education (OCLRE) will host the Butler County District Competition on Friday, 

February 3, 2012. There will be two rounds (one at 9am, one at 1pm). This years' case involves a motion to suppress 

GPS information secured without a warrant. Seven trials will be held during each round, so we will need 21 volunteer 

judges for each round. 

The American Mock Trial Association (AMTA) and Miami University will be hosting the Opening Round of the 2012 

National Championship on March 23, 24, 25. Twenty four teams from across the Midwest and East Coast will be in 

attendance for the three day competition. This years' case involves charges of vehicular homicide with the Intoxilyzer 

8000 breath test at issue. We are in need of 36 judges for each of four rounds: Friday the 23rd at 5pm, Saturday the 

24th at 9am and 1pm, and Sunday the 25th at 9am. Dinner will be provided Friday, breakfast and lunch are provided 

Saturday, and breakfast is provided Sunday for our volunteer judges. 

Please consider volunteering for one or both of the above events. Our bar association has demonstrated a strong com-

mitment to law related education, and the competitions are really a pleasure to judge. Please contact Dan Haughey at

Being sworn in as an attorney is a great honor and privilege.  When you take the oath of 

office you swear an oath to support the constitution of the United States and of Ohio.  

The right to vote in free elections is a core value of Americans that needs to be promoted 

and protected.  You can help do this by becoming a volunteer to work at elections in But-

ler County, Ohio as a poll worker.  The Board of Elections is always in need of poll 

workers.  If Ohio has two primaries in 2012, in addition to the general election in Novem-

ber, 2012 there will be an even greater need for poll workers. 

 

I encourage every attorney to consider being a poll worker.  A poll worker is paid compensation for this work.  I fur-

ther encourage you to waive or forgive this right to payment for your work as a poll worker as a way to save Butler 

County money and as a way to fulfill your obligation as an attorney.  Even if you elect to receive payment, your work 

will be greatly appreciated. 

  

The following legal advice was provided to me by Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, Roger S. Gates, by letter, in part, 

dated September 7, 2011:  ñTherefore, our advice to the Board of Elections would be that a person who is not a 

county employee may volunteer his/her services as a poll worker provided that the Board maintains a statement from 

that person affirming their hours of service as a poll worker are being provided with no promise, expectation, or re-

ceipt of compensation for services rendered.ò  (Full text of letter available upon request) 

I plan to ask the Butler County Board of Elections to prepare such a statement so that persons who qualify to work at the 

polls can voluntarily waive their right to compensation.  Hopefully, this will be seen a s a ñwin-winò for all.  The county 

will save some money and your volunteer work will be supporting the right to vote. 

Please give your consideration to this idea, but most importantly:  VOTE!!!!
